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International flights. Three gates at the northern end of the 
concourse serve international flights. Arriving passengers take 
escalator and 800-foot-long dedicated corridor to passport 
control, customs and baggage claim.

Domestic arrivals. 
Arriving passengers on 
domestic flights leave 
the concourse through a 
temporary corridor (it 
will be removed when the 
rest of Terminal 2 opens 
in 2011). They take an 
escalator down to 
baggage claim.

Ticketing
Baggage claim has 
one international 
and two domestic 
passenger carousels.
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Concourse. Steps lead down to 1,300-foot-long passenger 
concourse. 19 airline gates, with moving walkways and an 
array of stores and restaurants. Waiting area seats have 
power outlets and USB ports. 3
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Security checkpoint. 
More space, with 
seven lines.2
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Check in. Travelers check in 
at airline counters grouped 
around two islands, with 40 
electronic ticket kiosks.
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
